Participants of the Program: The program was attended by 49 newly recruited SMS of the
University and after the training they will placed in various KVKs to handle the mandate of
agricultural marketing in addition to other assignments. The SMS were from various districts
comes under the jurisdiction of the University like-Budaun, Rampur, Bijnor, Muzaffarnagar,
Saharanpur, Shahjahanpur, Baghpat, GB Nagar, Moradabad, Bulandshahr, Hapur, Shamli,
Sambhal and Amroha. The program was attended by 49 participants (33 males and 16 female)
from various KVKs in which diversity of crops and orchard were grown like cultivation of
mushroom, vegetables, potato, papaya, guava, wheat, sugarcane, gram, maize, tomato, chili,
mango, paddy, carrot, vegetables etc. Mushroom cultivation is also going up slowly- slowly in

Number of Sessions Executed: During the programs, only 8 sessions were executed in the
program as well as question answer sessions was also moderated and answered the queries of the

SMS. All sessions were taken by the undersigned.

Teaching Methodology: The lectures were delivered by the undersigned on different topics of
agriculture marketing through PPT and group discussion also moderated with the SMS. Training
program was very interactive and live. Question answer session was also executed during the
program for one to one interaction with the SMS so that an understanding can be developed

among SMS about the agricultural marketing.

Major crops of the Area: Mango, Guava, peach, ber, wheat, paddy, sugarcane, gram, pulses,
millets, maize etc. There is a great possibility for mini processing industry for fruits in the area.
In addition to that coriander (green), chili, okra, cabbage, cauliflowers, maize, wheat, black

gram, papaya were also taken up by the farmers.

Problems of the area in marketing of agricultural produce:




1. Production of wheat is very high in the region but farmers are not in a position to fetches
remunerative price of the produce. There is an urgent need to set up processing industry
and enhance the storage capacity for the wheat. There is an urgent need to enhance the
storage capacity in the area so that farmers can avoid the glut situation of produce in the
market especially in the harvesting season.

2. In case of mango and other fruit crops, farmers are bound to sell their crops on the basis
of pre-harvest contract with traders. In this mechanism of selling farmers are doing
distress sell. There is a need to form the FPO at village level to enhance price realization
in favor of farmers of the area.

3. Introduction of mechanization in horticulture is very important to boost up the knowledge
and income of the farmers by producing of quality product for export purpose. In this
area there is also a need for set up of cold chain management for increasing the self-life
of horticultural commaodities.

4. Mechanical grading, packaging, warehouse facility and primary processing units are
urgently required in this region for handholding to the farmers growing fruits and
vegetable crops. For linking farmers to the national and international market of

agricultural produce, training on export possibilities are required.

Observations of Authorities of University: Overall organization of the program was excellent
and participants were very much happy and enlightened on the new subject and course content
and the way of presentation of faculty was appreciated by the officers and participants. The
Director Extension and Head of Department of various Departments were also present in the
program. By experiencing the awe-inspiring response of the SMS and other authority of the
University, demanded more such programs to bring down the message to the farmers through the
SMS of KVKs. It was also opined by the Dr. K.K. Singh, Hon’ble VC, SVPUAT, Meerut that
we may explore other areas to conduct this kind of programs in association with CCS NIAM,
Jaipur on mass scale to sensitize the farmers of remote areas and also need the continuous
support from NIAM, Jaipur
